A family of porcelain dolls that has lived in the same house for one hundred years is taken aback when a new family of 
plastic dolls arrives and doesn't follow The Doll Code of Honor.

Hatkoff, Isabella. Owen & Mzee : the true story of a remarkable friendship. 1st ed. New York : Scholastic Press, 2006. 
Illustrated text and full-color photographs tell the true story of the unusual relationship between Owen, a baby 
hippopotamus orphaned by the tsunami, and Mzee, a 130-year-old giant tortoise. 

Avi, 1937-. Poppy. New York : Orchard Books, c1995. 
Poppy the deer mouse urges her family to move next to a field of corn big enough to feed them all forever, but Mr. Ocax, a 
terrifying owl, has other ideas.
