Pearsall, Shelley. All of the above : a novel. 1st ed. New York : Little, Brown, 2006. 
Five urban middle school students, their teacher, and other community members relate how a 
school project to build the world's largest tetrahedron affects the lives of everyone involved. 

Shull, Megan. Amazing grace. 1st ed. New York : Hyperion, c2005. 
Teen superstar Grace Kincaid telephones her mother that she wants out of the multi-million 
dollar endorsements and celebrity, and soon she finds herself in hiding with a new name and a 
new identity. 

Wilson, Diane L. Black storm comin'. 1st ed. New York : Margaret K. McElderry, c2005. 

Twelve-year-old Colton, son of an African-American mother and a white father, takes a job with 
the Pony Express in 1860 after his father abandons the family on their California-bound wagon 
train, and risks his life to deliver an important letter that may affect the growing conflict 
between the North and South. 

Zusak, Markus. The book thief. 1st American ed. Alfred A. Knopf :, c2006. 
Trying to make sense of the horrors of World War II, Death relates the story of Liesel--a young 
German girl whose book-stealing and story-telling talents help sustain her family and the Jewish 
man they are hiding, as well as their neighbors. 

Bruchac, Joseph, 1942-. Code Talker : a novel about the Navajo Marines of World War Two. New 
York : Dial Books, c2005. 
After being taught in a boarding school run by whites that Navajo is a useless language, Ned 

Begay and other Navajo men are recruited by the Marines to become Code Talkers, sending 
messages during World War II in their native tongue. 

Winthrop, Elizabeth. Counting on grace. 1st ed. New York : Wendy Lamb Books, c2006. 

Twelve-year-old Grace Forcier and her friend Arthur, taken out of school and put to work in a 
Vermont textile mill in 1910, are championed by their teacher who urges them to write the 
National Child Labor Committee, an action only Grace seems to realize will have serious 
repercussions. 

Avi, 1937-. Crispin : at the edge of the world. 1st ed. New York : Hyperion Books for Children, 
c2006. 
Branded as traitors by the king's authorities, Crispin and his guardian, Bear, flee to coastal 
towns in fourteenth-century England, where they perform a musical juggling act and bond as a 
family after befriending a disfigured girl. 

Lowry, Lois. Gossamer. Boston : Houghton Mifflin, 2006. 
While learning to bestow dreams, a young dream giver tries to save an eight-year-old boy from 

the effects of both his abusive past and the nightmares inflicted on him by the frightening 
Sinisteeds. 

Colfer, Eoin. Half-moon investigations. 1st American ed. New York : Miramax Books, c2006. 
Twelve-year-old Fletcher Moon, the youngest qualified private detective in the world, receives a 
diploma and gold-plated detective's shield after completing an Internet course, and sets out to 
solve petty crimes at school, but he forced to go on the run when, while investigating the town's 
biggest crime family, his badge is stolen and he is framed for several crimes he did not commit. 

Stauffacher, Sue, 1961-. Harry Sue. New York : Knopf, c2005. 
Although tough-talking Harry Sue would like to start a life of crime in order to be "sent up" and 
find her incarcerated mother, she must first protect the children at her neglectful grandmother's 
home day care center and befriend a paralyzed boy. 

Larson, Kirby. Hattie Big Sky. 1st ed. New York : Delacorte Press, c2006. 
Sixteen-year-old Hattie Brooks inherits her uncle's homesteading claim in Montana in 1917 and 
encounters some unexpected problems related to the war in Europe. 



Lupica, Mike. Heat. New York : Philomel Books, c2006. 
Pitching prodigy Michael Arroyo is on the run from social services after being banned from 
playing Little League baseball because rival coaches doubt he is only twelve years old and he 
has no parents to offer them proof. 

Melling, O. R. The hunter's moon. Rev. ed. New York : Amulet Books, 2005. 
Two teenage cousins, one Irish, the other from the United States, set out to find a magic 
doorway to the Faraway Country, where humans must bow to the little people. 

Funke, Cornelia Caroline. Inkspell. 1st American ed. New York : Scholastic, 2005. 

When Dustfinger finds a crooked storyteller who can read him back to Inkscape, he leaves his 
apprentice Farid behind; but Farid seeks out Meggie and the two follow him back into the 
enchanted book. 

Holub, Josef, 1926-. An innocent soldier. 1st American ed. New York : A.A. Levine Books, 2005, 
c2002. 
A sixteen-year-old farmhand is tricked into fighting in the Napoleonic Wars by the farmer for 
whom he works, who secretly substitutes him for the farmer's own son. 

Reeve, Philip. Larklight, or, The revenge of the white spiders!, or, To Saturn's rings and back! : a 
rousing tale of dauntless pluck in the farthest reaches of space. 1st U.S. ed. New York : 
Bloomsbury Children's Books:, 2006. 
In an alternate Victorian England, young Arthur and his sister Myrtle, residents of Larklight, a 

floating house in one of Her Majesty's outer space territories, uncover a spidery plot to destroy 
the solar system. 

Riordan, Rick. The lightning thief. 1st Hyperion Paperbacks ed. New York : Miramax Books/Hyperion 

Paperbacks for Children, 2006, c2005. 
Percy, expelled from six schools for being unable to control his temper, learns the truth from his 
mother that his father is the Greek god Poseidon, and is sent to Camp Half Blood where he is 
befriended by a satyr and the demigod daughter of Athena who join him in a journey to the 
Underworld to retrieve Zeus's lightning bolt and prevent a catastrophic war. 

Nye, Naomi Shihab. A maze me : poems for girls. 1st ed. New York : Greenwillow Books, c2005. 
Presents a collection of poems for young girls who are struggling with adolescence. 

Holm, Jennifer L. Penny from heaven. 1st ed. New York : Random House, c2006. 
As she turns twelve during the summer of 1953, Penny gains new insights into herself and her 
family while also learning a secret about her father's death. 

       Roy, Jennifer Rozines, 1967-. Yellow star. 1st ed. Tarrytown, NY : Marshall Cavendish, c2006. 
           From 1939, when Syvia is four and a half years old, to 1945 when she has just turned ten, a 
           Jewish girl and her family struggle to survive in Poland's Lodz ghetto during the Nazi occupation.
